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ABOUT THE UNIVERSITY

OBJECTIVES AND AIMS OF THE SEMINAR

Karnataka Samskrit University has been formed exclusively for 
the development of Samskrit language. Samskrit has a hoary, 
glorious, scientific, literary, cultural tradition and heritage. Its 
contribution in the area of Prose, Poetry, Drama, Dance, 
Sculpture, Paintings, Fine arts, Medicines, Philosophy and other 
allied areas is far more extensive and lasting than has been 
realised by the Indian scholars till today.

The University was established in 2010 with great efforts by the 
Kanataka Government. The study of Samskrit language and 
literature was greatly encouraged by the kings of Mysore. There 
are 30 Samskrit colleges in Karnataka.

There are also 246 aided Veda and Samskrita Pathashalas 
spread over the state. Directorate of samskrit education is 
established by the Government of Karnataka to administer the 
samskrit pathashalas. The Karnataka Samskrit University was 
established with the vision and mission of bringing these together 
under a single umbrella, maintaining uniformity in education, 
providing greater opportunities for study for students and 
teachers and to raise the standards in Samskrit research at 
National and International level.

Sanskrit was the dominant language of culture-power for a long 
time not only in India but also in South Asia. But its dominance in 
philosophical discourse was even more profound than in other 
areas of culture. Philosophical speculations are a great treasure 
of the Indian culture. Indian philosophical systems, will throw light 
on the concept of verbal cognition in Indian philosophy from a 
comparative angle. The Present Seminar aims at establishing the 
richness of the Philosophy and cultural tradition of ancient India 
communicated through the Sanskrit Drama and Poetry literature. 
The seminar is an attempt to elicit philosophical aspects buried in 
Sanskrit Drama and Poetry.

India has a rich philosophical heritage - its philosophers, saints, 
mystics and poets have put considerable effort pondering about 
time, happiness, knowledge, love, god, and the meaning of life. 
The foundation of Indian culture is based on the Sanskrit 
language. It has enriched our society from time immemorial. 
Today, many nations are conducting numerous research 
programs about Samskrit literature, which have enriched our 

ancient culture. There is a wealth of knowledge available in 
Sanskrit, in which modern scientists and technologists are very 
much interested. Samskrit is the foundation of Vedic literature and 
the Vedic literature held universal spiritual knowledge. 

From the earliest period of the development of the Sanskrit 
literature, there has been growing tendency on the part of the 
poets and scholars to personify inanimate objects and personal 
qualities. The growth and development of the various systems of 
thought and the need for preaching the moral standards gave 
strength and support to this kind of personification. The abstract 
qualities, so personified, came to play the role of characters in the 
dramas. The basis for writing the plays of this kind has been to 
show that anything when represented on the state becomes 
perfected and attractive. Hence we came across, in philosophical 
plays, characters like Viveka (Discrimination), Moha (Confusion), 
Kama (Cupid), Dambha (Falsity), Ahankara (Egoism), Shraddha 
(Faith) and others.

The research papers presented in the seminar will be published 
with ISBN number in four sections, according to the languages 
after the seminar. A selection committee has been constituted for 
the selection of the papers.
